Pursuant  to  Sec t ion  9-12-46,  Code o f  A labama as  s ta ted  by  Ru le  220-3- .01  the  A labama
Department  of  Conservat ion and Natura l  Resources,  Mar ine Resources Div is ion announces
that  as of  6:00 am, Monday,  August 4,  2014  the fo l lowing waters not  permanent ly  c losed by
law or regulat ion wi l l  open  to shr imping:

• All waters in Mobile Bay and Bon Secour Bay not permanently closed by law or regulation.

The fo l lowing waters,  previously opened, wi l l  remain opened:

•  A l l  w a t e r s  i n  M i s s i s s i p p i  S o u n d  n o t  p e r m a n e n t l y  c l o s e d  b y  l a w  o r  r e g u l a t i o n .

•  A l l  w a t e r s  i n  L i t t l e  L a g o o n  n o t  p e r m a n e n t l y  c l o s e d  b y  l a w  o r  r e g u l a t i o n .

•  Al l  waters east  of  the charted posit ion of  GIWW Marker #103,  including al l  waters of
Wolf Bay, Perdido Bay, Arnica Bay, Bay La Launch, and Bayou St.  John not permanently
closed by law or regulation.

Licensed l i ve  ba i t  dea lers  ho ld ing a  permi t  fo r  Spec ia l  L ive  Ba i t  Areas are  reminded that
an area bes ide the  Bat t lesh ip  south  o f  the  Tensaw River  Br idge,  nor th  o f  a  l ine  f rom the
nor th point  o f  P into Pass (N30 40.755 -  W88 01.124)  to  the nor thwest  edge of  Goat  Is land
(N30 40 .124  -  W88 00 .784) ;  and  wes t  o f  a  l i ne  f rom the  nor thwes t  edge  o f  Goat  I s land
(N30 40.124 -  W88 00.784)  to  the eastern end of  Tensaw River  Br idge (N30 40.955 -  W88
00.444) wi l l  be open from one hour before sunr ise unt i l  sunset f rom August 4,  2014 through
December 31,  2014

Fishermen shou ld  be aware that  s ta te  b io log is ts  w i l l  cont inue to  sample  in  the areas to  be
opened.   Th is  opening is  in  response to  rout ine shr imp sampl ing that  ind icated the average
s i ze  we re  l a rge r  t han  68  head -on  sh r imp  pe r  pound  w i t h i n  des igna ted  wa te rs .   Shou ld
sampl ing ind icate a  change in  the average s ize of  68 head-on shr imp per  pound,  addi t iona l
a n n o u n c e m e n t s  w i l l  b e  p r o v i d e d  t o  m o d i f y  t h e  o r i g i n a l  a n n o u n c e m e n t .
